$300,000.00, together with interest at the rate of 0.00% per annum
above the Austin Credit Union Prime Rate.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT the R.M. of North Norfolk do
mortgage and pledge to the Austin Credit Union Limited all taxes to be
collected by the Municipality as security for repayment of the amount
borrowed from the Austin Credit Union Limited.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT the R.M. of North Norfolk undertake
to deposit all taxes to be collected by it with the Austin Credit Union
Limited as security for repayment, but the Austin Credit Union Limited will
not be restricted to the taxes for repayment, will not be required to wait
for collection of the taxes before it is repaid nor will it be required to see
that the taxes are deposited or applied.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Reeve and the Chief
Administrative Officer are authorized to execute, on behalf of the R.M. of
North Norfolk, all documents necessary to give effect to the foregoing.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT all amounts so borrowed and
interest will be repaid to the Austin Credit Union Limited within the
current year.
